      In summer of
 2013, DNR began
 issuing permits for
 aquaculture within
 the oyster
 sanctuaries. Many
 folks along the river
 were not happy with
 the sanctuary being
 opened for
 commercial use.
 "Sanctuary means
 that the animals are
 protected from

 harvest," they said. This led to a lot of confusion. Who has the right to
 harvest? Where? When? and so on.
